Duyen’s report: 

Facilitation is defined as an act of assisting or easing the progress or improvement of something according to Oxford dictionary. Therefore, reading facilitation can be understood to be an in-class activity held to improve or facilitate reading skills. We think that reading a passage in a foreign language requires us not only knowledge of languages and background knowledge of certain fields but also skills. Skills can help us to understand as well as remember details or main ideas of a text and be familiar with exam exercises. Therefore, our reading facilitation focuses on helping our friends, and for sure ourselves, to be more familiar with kinds of exercises in CAE tests and translation which is our major. 
Like any kinds of assignments, the first step we did was to set criteria for the reading passage and exercises. We thought that the reading should have a suitable organization for us to design exercises and contain interesting information. After reading quite a few passages, we chose a study “Global migration trends and asylum” and got extract from it. To make full use of the extract, we decided to design 3 kinds of exercises:  filling in summary, multiple- matching and sight translation. It actually took a long time to comprehend the text thoroughly.
I was responsible mainly for making PowerPoint and designing the second exercise. As three scenarios did not have much of similar information, I spent a lot of time choosing the information and paraphrasing it to make the exercise more challenging. I also highlighted the clues in the paper so that I could explain them to my friends. 

I imaged that the facilitation would happen like a mini lecture where we would act like tutors and our friends act as learners. However, there was a big gap between imagination and the real performance. Actually, I was a bit confused and worried to direct the activity smoothly. The true performance of our peers was out of our expectations. They lacked time to finish the exercises as the text was too long. For exercise 2, they almost had not done all yet, therefore, it was not easy for them to understand our explanation. Even when I gave the keys and asked them for clues, they must strain their eyes looking for information which was not easy to understand comprehensively right away. Any way, I was not satisfied with what I performed in class. 
After the facilitation, we draw some lessons:

· We should not choose the text which is too long and too complex to understand. If it is so, try to design exercises easier

· Let’s try out the exercises before performing them in class when we feel unsecured. We can ask friends from other class to do them first.

· We should not be fixed with the plan and should adjust it to resolve the unexpected problems or situations
